Looking unto Jesus the author and finisher of our faith; 

who for the joy that was set before him endured the cross, 

despising the shame, and is set down at the right hand of 

the throne of God .

C: Muslims do not believe that Jesus rose again but is dead. 
 I said to them naught save as Thou didst command me: Serve 
Allah, my Lord and your Lord; and I was a witness of them so long as I 
was among them, but when Thou didst cause me to die Thou wast the 
Watcher over them.  And Thou art Witness of all things. (Surah 5:117)  
This verse is a conclusive proof that Jesus died a natural death, and is 
not now alive in heaven. (Commentary on Surah 5:117; Maulana 
Muhammad Ali; emphasis added.)

Every Catholic I have ever witnessed to has said, òWe do NOT pray to 

Mary!ó  Dear Catholic, I am only using the terms used by your Catechism. 

 
             

Catholics also call Mary the Queen of Heaven.   
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The children gather wood, and the fathers kindle the fire, 

and the women knead their  dough, to make cakes to t he 

queen of heaven , and to pour out drink offerings unto 

other gods, that they may provoke me to anger .  

Jeremiah 7:18  
Also read Jeremiah Chapter 44.  These are the only times the Bible 
uses this phrase and it is NOT talking about Mary. 
 
Mary is surely blessed among women, and all generations indeed call 
her blessed.  Yet she would be the first to proclaim unto the ungodly 
Catholic Church that she is NOT the queen of heaven, nor is she to be 
venerated as they have perverted her blessed state.

3.  Catholics pray for and covet intercession from the 
dead. 
 
It is a holy and wholesome thought to pray for the dead that they may 
be loosed from their sins she [i.e. the Church] offers her suffrages for 
them.  Our prayer for them is capable not only of helping them, but also 
of making their intercession for us effective. (958)  [brackets added]

Unfailing  Prayer to 

St. Anthony  
O holy St. Anthony, 
gentlest of Saints, your 
love for  God and 
Charity for his 
creatures, made you 
worthy , when on 
earth, to possess 
miraculous powers.  
Miracles waited on 
your word , which you 
were ever ready to 
speak for those in 
trouble or anxiety.  
Encouraged by this

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you to obtain for me  (request).  The answer to my prayer may require a miracle, 
even so, you are the Saint of Miracles.  O gentle and loving St. Anthony, whose 
heart was ever full of human sympathy , whisper my petition into the ears of the 
Sweet Infant Jesus, who loved to be folded in your arms; and the gratitude of my 
heart will ever be yours.  

 
A typical catholic apologist argues in favor of praying to the dead. 
 

In this paper, I will address two objections. First, it is 
argued that Scripture forbids us to have any contact 
with dead people, and thus praying to Saints is 

forbidden on those grounds. Also, some argue that it is 
not efficacious to pray to saints, because it is 

impossible for them to hear our prayers. 
 
The following is the online definition of necromancy:  
Necromancy: The practice of supposedly communicating 
with the spirits of the dead in order to predict the future.  
Necromancy forbids us from communicating with those 
spirits in order to find out our future. The means of 
doing this is magical and superstitious, using such things 
as seances. Catholicism condemns such things. [Which 
must be why the Catholic Church overwhelmingly 
applauds such wickedness as Harry Potter, et.al.]The 
Catholic uses no magic at all. He just prays for the 
Saints intercession for us. [Brackets added comment] 
(http://matt1618.freeyellow.com/prayers.html) 

 
First of all let us address the issue of necromancy.  The King James 
Dictionary defines necromancer simply as, ñOne who inquires of the 
deadò.  This is what the King James translators intended to express 
when they used the word ónecromancerô.  The Hebrew here used is 
actually two words; darash, which means simply to seek or enquire, and 

muth, which means dead.  The Hebrew phrase (ѹѵ҆ѺѰѥѸѬ Ặ҄ѯѱ) does not 

speak of any fortune telling but only of consulting of the dead. 
 
Secondly the above apologist claims praying to the dead to be 
efficacious.  
 
What saith the Scriptures?

4.  Catholics teach the insufficiency of the blood and 
sacrifice of Jesus Christ unto Salvation. 
 
 Purgatory ï The Final Purification 
 All who die in Godôs grace and 
friendship, but still imperfectly purified, 
are indeed assured of their eternal 
salvation; but after death they undergo 
purification, so as to achieve the 

holiness necessary to enter the joy of 
heaven. (1030)   

 

For then must he often have suffered since the foundation 

of the world: but now once in the end of the world hath he 
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appeared to put away sin by the sacrifice of himself.  

Hebrews 9:26  

And as it is appointed unto men once to die, but after this 

the judgmen t:  Hebrews 9:27  

Purge me with hyssop, and I shall be clean : wash me, and I 

shall be whiter than snow . Psalms 51:7 

 

Come now, and let us reason together, saith the LORD: 

though your sins be as scarlet, they shall be as white as 

snow; though they be red lik e crimson, they shall be as 

wool. Isaiah 1:18  

Much more then, being now justified by his blood , we shall 

be saved from wrath through him.  Romans 5:9 

But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have 

fellowship one with another, and the blood of J esus Christ 

his Son cleanseth us from all  sin. 1 John 1:7 

If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us 

our sins, and to cleanse us from all  unrighteousness.  1 John

The blood of Jesus Christ cleanses us from all sin and all 
unrighteousness.  There is no second chance, no postmortem cleansing 
of sin.  The doctrine of purgatory is a hellish lie of the devil penned 
by men. 
 
The Church formulated her doctrine of faith on Purgatory especially at 
the Councils of Florence [1439-1445 AD] and Trent [1545-1563 AD]. 
(1031) [Brackets added; dates taken from Catechism pg. 721]  

 
Where was purgatory before the 13

th
 century when the Catholic Church 

invented it in order to perpetrate the sale of indulgences? 
 
This teaching is also based on the practice of prayer for the dead, 
already mentioned in Sacred Scripture: ñTherefore [Judas Maccabeus] 

made atonement for the dead, that they might be delivered from their 
sin.ò (1032)  

 
God committed the keeping of His Word to the Jewish people.   
 

What advantage th en hath the Jew? or what profit is 
there  of circumcision?  Much every way: chiefly, because 

that unto them were  committed the oracles of God . 

Romans 3:1-2 
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The apocryphal books were never accepted as canon by the Jewish 
scribes, were never part of the Hebrew Tanak and so are NOT ñSacred 
Scriptureò as the Catholic Catechism claims.  Even noted Catholics of 
the past did not accept these added books as doctrinal.  
 

Jerome (340-420) rejected the Apocrypha:  
"As the Church reads the books of Judith and Tobit and 
Maccabees but does not receive them among the 
canonical Scriptures, so also it reads Wisdom and 
Ecclesiasticus for the edification of the people, not for 
the authoritative confirmation of doctrine." (Jerome's 
preface to the books of Solomon) [http://www.jesus-is-
lord.com/apocryph.htm] 

 
The book of 2 Maccabees (as well as the rest of the Apocrypha) is NOT 
part of Godôs immutable, infallible Word. 
 

Marvel not at this: for the hour is coming, in the which all 

that are in the graves  shall hear his voice,  And shall come 

forth; they that have done good, unto the resurrection of 

life ; and they that have done evil, unto the resurrection of 

damnation . John 5:28 -29

5. Catholics teach that the Pope is God on earth and 
infallible. 
 
Pope:  The successor of St. Peter as Bishop of Rome and Supreme 

Pontiff of the universal Catholic Church.  The pope exercises a primacy 
of authority as Vicar of Christ and shepherd of the whole Church; he 

receives the divine assistance promised by Christ to the Church when he 
defines infallibly a doctrine of faith or morals.  (Catechism of the 

Catholic Church; Glossary.)  
The Pope is also referred to as the Holy Father.

6.  Catholics believe that Scripture is insufficient  
 
This catechism aims at presenting an organic synthesis of the 
essential and fundamental contents of Catholic doctrine, as regards 
both faith and morals, in the light of the Second Vatican Council and the 
whole of the Churchôs Tradition.  Its principal sources are the Sacred 
Scriptures, the Fathers of the Church, the liturgy, and the Churchôs 
Magisterium. (11) 
 

All scripture  is given by inspiratio n of God, and is 

profitable for doctrine , for reproof, for correction, for 

instruction in righteousness: That the man of God may be 

perfect, throughly furnished unto all good works . 2 

Timothy 3:16 -17 

Preach the word ; be instant in season, out of season; 

re prove, rebuke, exhort with all longsuffering and doctrine . 

2 Timothy 4:2  

And that from a child thou hast known the holy scriptures , 

which are able to make thee wise unto salvation through 

faith  which is in Christ Jesus.  2 Timothy 3:15  
 
Biblical references are a valuable working-tool in catechesis. (19) 
 
Really?  Now the Holy Scriptures are a tool for the catechism. 
 

Thy word  have I hid in mine heart, that I might not sin 

against thee.  Psalms 119:11 
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The law of his God  is in his heart; none of his steps shall  

slide. Psalms 37:31 

And these words, which I command thee this day, shall be 

in thine heart:   And thou shalt teach them diligently unto 

thy children, and shalt talk of them when thou sittest in 

thine house, and when thou walkest by the way, and when 

thou liest down, and when thou risest up.

7.  Catholics believe an unscriptural baptism. 
 
Holy Baptism is the basis of the whole Christian life, the gateway to life 

in the Spirit, and the door which gives access to the other sacraments.  
Through Baptism we are freed from sin and reborn as sons of God; 

we become members of Christ, are incorporated into the Church and 
made sharers in her mission: ñBaptism is the sacrament of regeneration 
through water in the word.ò (1213)   
 
Baptism is a bath that purifies, justifies, and sanctifies. (1227) 
 
Baptism is a symbol. 
 

But John forbad him, saying, I have need to be baptized of 

thee, and comest thou to me? And Jesus answering said 

unto him, Suffer it to be so  now: for thus it becometh us to 

fulfil all righteousness. Then he suffered him. Matthew 

3:14-15 

 

Therefore we are buried with him by baptism  into death: 

that like as Christ was raised up fro m the dead by the glory 

of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of 

life.  Romans 6:4 
 
Baptism does NOT save but is a symbol of salvation through the 
resurrection of Jesus Christ. (1 Peter 3:21) One is not regenerated by 
baptism but by the blood of Christ.  
 

Much more then, being now justified by his blood , we shall 

be saved from wrath through him.  Romans 5:9 

Neither by the blood of goats and calves, but by his own 

blood he entered in once into the holy place, having 

obtained eternal redemption for us . Hebrews 9:12  

For if the blood of bulls and of goats, and the ashes of an 

heifer sprinkling the unclean, sanctifieth to the purifying 

of the flesh:   How much more shall the blood of Christ , 
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who through the eternal Spirit offered himself without 

spot  to God, purge your conscience from dead works to 

serve the living God?  Hebrews 9: 13, 14 

Wherefore Jesus also, that he might sanctify the people 

with his own blood , suffered without the gate.  Hebrews

Infants cannot ñbelieveò therefore they should not be baptized. 
 

Then Peter said u nto them, Repent, and be baptized  every 

one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of 

sins, and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy Ghost.  Acts 

2:38  

He that believeth and is baptized  shall be saved; but he 

that believeth not shall be damned . Mark 16:16  

And Philip said, If thou believest with all thine heart, 

thou mayest  [i.e. be baptized] . And he answered and said, I 

believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God.

Notice that belief and repentance must come before baptism.  To top it 
off, Catholics restrict the post-belief or post-repentance baptism that 
Scripture demands.   
 
Every person not yet baptized and only such a person is able to be 
baptized.

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This is why the Catholic Church so violently persecuted the Anabaptists 
who after coming to the Truth forsook their infant baptisms and were re-
baptized.  Hence the name Anabaptists. 
 
Salvation baptism is blasphemy against the blood of Christ and the work 
of the Cross.

8.  Catholics believe they must confess their sins to a 
priest. 
 
Disclosure or confession of sins to a priest is...essential...By the 

priestôs sacramental absolution God grants the penitent ñpardon and 
peace.ò (1424) 
Confession to a priest is an essential part of the sacrament of 
Penance. (1456) 

One who desires to obtain reconciliation with God and with the Church, 
must confess to a priest. (1493) 
The bishop and his priests forgives sins in the name of Jesus Christ. 
(1448) 
Only priests ... can forgive sins in the name of Christ. (1495) 

For there is  one God, and one mediator between God and 

men, the man Christ Jesus ; 1 Timothy 2:5  

I acknowledged my sin unto thee, and mine iniquity have I 

not hid.  I said, I will confess my transgressions unto the 

LORD; and thou forgavest the iniquity of my sin. Selah. 

Psalms 32:5 

If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive 

us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness. 1 

John 1:9  
 
ñWe should confess our sins to God, trusting Him to forgive us on the 
basis of Christ's blood which was shed for our sins. As we trust Him, we 
will find that as His word says, He who is just can be trusted to forgive 
our sins and cleanse us from every wrong. The idea however, of 
confessing to a priest in place of confessing to God, is never found in the

9.  The blasphemy of the Eucharist. 
 
The liturgical action called the Eucharist is also traditionally known as the 
Holy Sacrifice of the Mass. (Catechism of the Catholic Church, pg. 877) 

 
The Eucharist is thus a sacrifice because it re-
presents (makes present) the sacrifice of the 
cross. (1366)   

The sacrifice of Christ and the sacrifice of the 
Eucharist are one single sacrifice: ñThe victim is 
one and the 
same...only the 

manner of offering is different. (1367)  
[italics in original]  
It is by the conversion of the bread 
and wine into Christôs body and

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blood that Christ becomes present in this sacrament. (1375)   
Holy Communion separates us from sin.  The body of Christ we 

receive in Holy Communion is ñgiven up for us,ò and the blood we drink 
ñshed for the many for the forgiveness of sins.ò  For this reason the 
Eucharist cannot unite us to Christ without at the same time cleansing us 
from past sins and preserving us from future sins. (1393)   

 

But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have 

fellowship one with another, and the blood of Jesus Christ 

his So n cleanseth us from all sin . 1 John 1:7 

And from Jesus Christ, who is the faithful witness, and the 

first begotten of the dead, and the prince of the kings of 

the earth.

The Communion was instituted as a remembrance of Christ not as a 
mystical re-sacrifice.  All sacrifice for sin is over.  The body and blood 
of Christ was offered once for all.  No change in the bread and wine 
happens as Catholics claim. 
 
 
At the heart of the Eucharistic celebration are the 
bread and wine that, by the words of Christ and 
the invocation of the Holy Spirit, become Christôs 
Body and Blood. (1333)   
There takes place a change of the whole 
substance of the bread into the substance of 
the body of Christ our Lord and of the whole 
substance of the wine into the substance of this 
blood.  This change the holy Catholic Church has 
fittingly and properly called transubstantiation. 
(1376)   
 

For I have received of the Lord that which also I delivered

Notice Commandment number two and the Catholic removal of the 
admonition against images.

(See point 5 
above.) 
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The Ten Commandments aside, what do Catholics believe about 
images? 
 
The incarnation of the Son of God has ushered in a new 
ñeconomyò of images. (1159)   
The beauty of images moves me to contemplation.  
(1162)   

All the signs in the liturgical celebrations are related to 
Christ:  as are sacred images of the holy Mother of 
God and of the saints as well. (1161) 
Following the divinely inspired teaching of our holy 
Fathers and the tradition of the Catholic Church...the 
figure of the precious and life-giving cross, venerable and holy images 
of our Lord and God and Savior, Jesus Christ, our inviolate Lady, the 
holy Mother of God, and the venerated angels, all the saints and the 
just...are to be exhibited in the holy churches of God, on sacred vessels 
and vestments, walls and panels, in houses and on streets. (1161; cont.) 

 
Notice the phrase ñteaching of our holy Fathers and 
the tradition of the Catholic Churchò.  This is because 
idols and images are strictly FORBIDDEN in Scripture.  
So the Catholic Church has made ñthe word of God of 
none effect through your tradition, which ye have 
delivered: and many such like things do ye.ò  That is 
Jesus speaking in Mark 7:13.

Conclusion: 
 
I have barely scratched the surface on these 10 Catholic doctrines.  
While these arguments are in no way exhaustive, the succinctness with 
which I have addressed them is more than sufficient to demonstrate the 
error and unbiblical teaching in the Catholic religion.  Many other 
doctrines remain which would disqualify a practicing Catholic from 
Biblical Christianity.  Any single one of those I have addressed would do 
the same. 
 
Christianity is a lifestyle not a system of works and commitment to a false 
religious façade.  Behind this façade is death, for the devil himself stokes 
the fires of Catholicism having deceived billions past and present. 
 
Catholics are trapped in a system of rituals couched in Biblical jargon.  If 
Catholics believe the things listed they are not Christian but part of an 
ancient Babylonian mystery religion.  Catholicism can be traced back not 
to the first century Church established by Jesus Christ, but its 
foundations are much older, lying in Babylon, erected by Nimrod, he who 
sets his face against God.
